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Board Of Directors Meeting

October 24, 2009
The meeting was called to order at 1:09 P.M.

Secretary’s Report

· The minutes from the June 27, 2009, meeting were approved. 

· The planned meeting for September 19, 2009, was postponed to October 24. 

Treasurer’s Report

· The current balance reported is $8,643.91. 

Membership Report

· We currently have 84 paid members. 

· IYNAUS recently contacted IYAMN and the other regional U.S. Iyengar Yoga organizations to see if there is a need for the associations to have more contact and share information with each other. There will be further discussion over the next few months to determine how this could be helpful. 

· IYNAUS is working on a system where membership information can be uploaded from regional associations and also downloaded by regional associations for current membership status. IYNAUS anticipates this will let regions get real-time information on 2010 memberships. IYAMN members are still encouraged to join online via IYNAUS, but the option to join through IYAMN with a check will be available for 2010 memberships.
New Business 

· If you are interested in serving on the IYAMN board of directors or you want to nominate someone, please contact the board at iyamn@iynaus.org. Two terms will be completed at the end of 2009 so there will be two spaces to fill. Ballots will be sent out in December. Please respond with nominations by December 1st. The board wants YOU! 

· IYAMN will place a half-page ad in the upcoming teachers convention magazine; the theme of the 2010 convention is Reflection.

· An association member inquired whether IYAMN would consider sponsoring scholarships to workshops; the board discussed the idea and approved it, however details (i.e. criteria for qualification, application process) need further discussion.

· Archive project: the board still needs to cull through old documents, papers, etc., to determine what should be saved. Once this is accomplished, the board will solicit member volunteers to form an archive committee to coordinate this project (determine what format to save materials, how to get it in that format, and then get in that format). If you are interested, please contact IYAMN.

Old Business (bold indicates updated information from previous minutes)
· The board will move forward with a Gmail account on a trial basis to function as an archive repository for all IYAMN documents as well as records of events and activities. Gmail also offers a dynamic calendar so that board members can synchronize board events, meetings, and activities as well as a chat function for more simplified group communication. 

· The board further discussed the possibility of setting up registration for workshops and events via the IYAMN web site. IYNAUS is looking into software that would allow regions to post workshops on the IYNAUS web site and participants would register there for regional events. More information on this is needed from IYNAUS; it is in the planning stages only at this point and won’t be available for some time.

· The board discussed donating Iyengar books to libraries and other public facilities. Donations have been made to libraries in the past (many years ago), and the board will look into donating more current books. 

· A few attendees of the birthday celebration in December inquired whether the recording of the class taught by Guruji is available. Permission needs to be granted by Guruji. Once the board receives confirmation of that, more details will be available and will be included in the minutes.

Education and Special Events Committee

· Chris Saudek Event: 26 participants attended. The board received positive feedback on the one-day workshop idea and felt it was a successful event without requiring many resources. There was some discussion of pricing for future workshops; research on comparable events elsewhere indicates IYAMN will likely raise workshop tuition for future events to be commensurate with other regions.

· Mark you calendars for these guest teachers in 2010 and beyond: Laurie Blakeny workshop from April 9–11, 2010; Mary Obendorfer and Eddie Marks from Sept 17–19, 2010; Dean Lerner returns spring 2011. Dates for Dean Lerner plus venue and schedule details for all workshops to come (as it becomes available).

· The winter Yoga Day will be held on Sunday, December 13, to celebrate BKS Iyengar’s birthday. Look for a flyer and more information on our web site in November.

· The last sutra study session for 2009 led by Lee Sverkerson is on November 8 at the BKS Iyengar Yoga Center (2736 Lyndale Ave, Minneapolis). This information is also available on the IYAMN web site.

· The board discussed the 2010 sutra study program and other possible study topics. Details to be announced by the end of 2009.
